Over the past two decades, the globalization of economic activities of APEC member
economies has progressed rapidly. Economic expansion through globalization has
contributed to stimulating trade and foreign capital flow among member economies, as
well to promoting international labor migration. This volume explores the relations
among international labor migration, trade and investment in APEC member economies.

Thisvolumeisthe product of aresearch committee on a“Study on Trade, Investment
and International Labor Migration in APEC Member Economies,” organized as a 2-year
project of the APEC Study Center, the Institute of Devel oping Economies, JETRO, since
2001. This is the second volume, and the first one was published in 2002 entitled “A
Study on Trade, Investment and International Labor Migration in APEC Member
Economies’ containing details of immigration policies, migration trends, empirical
studies on foreign direct investment (FDI) and migration, and time series statistics for
trade and FDI in APEC member economies from 1980 to 2000.

Thisvolume consists mainly of the following research topics: (1) empirical studieson
the linkages among international labor migration (ILM), trade and FDI in selected
APEC member economies (Chapters 1, 4 and 6), (2) studies on economic devel opment
and ILM in Maaysia, Singapore and Vietnam (Chapters 7, 8 and 10), (3) an empirical
study on the impact of trade liberaization on FDI (Chapter 3), (4) studies on the
structure of the trade in commodities in East Asia and the trade in services in China
(Chapters 2 and 5), and (5) empirica studieson ILM and remittances in the Philippines
and the U.S. (Chapters 9 and 11). In addition, this volume contains time series ILM
statistics for APEC member economies from 1980 to 2000, considering international
comparability; this will be helpful for users in understanding recent migration trends
within the APEC region.
