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Abstract

This paper has analyzed the impact of liberalizing trade and investment on international
migration. In order to evaluate thisimpact, two different regression models were
constructed. One regression model used data for both migratory outflow and inflow as
dependent variables in the case of Thailand; however since the data for migratory
outflow were difficult to obtain, the other regression model was constructed by using
unemployment as the proxy variable.

This analysis shows that an increase in exports through the expansion of FDI isan
important key to further studies of the effect of trade and investment on migration,
especialy in the ASEAN countries and China, and also the estimated results reveal the

differences in economic structure in NIEs and ASEAN & China.
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
