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Characteristics of JICA Guidelines(2002-2022)

1. “Categorization” and efficient/effective consideration (300 or more
per year, about 10 or more for Category A)

2. Involvement of an External “Advisory Committee”, transparent

process of the committee discussion

The partner country plays the main proponent role. JICA supports

and confirms the efforts of the partner country.

Refer to partner country systems and international standards

Broad and meaningful participation of “stakeholders”

Monitoring continued during implementation

Objections procedures, grievance mechanisms, and internal

regulations established
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Issues concerning environmental and social considerations

1. Partner country systems
- Issues with the EIA system and its application of partner countries.
- Increased intention of partner countries to apply their own systems.
2. More items to consider and trade-offs amongst them
- Cases where engineering countermeasures alone are insufficient
- trade-offs occur between impact items.
3. Crowded development space and diversification of resources
- Increase in other entities, especially private entities, conducting
other projects in the vicinity
* Increase in co-finance and coordination with other resources.
4. Stakeholder Engagement
- More consideration items and wider range of affected people.
- Effects that are difficult to comprehend.
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
